Then the problems started. Some friends began to ask him for money. He had a lot of arguments with his wife and they divorced. Now he says, “I haven’t got any friends and I feel lonely. Life was better when I didn’t have much money.” 

Many people think that money brings happiness. However, according to Professor Michael Argyle, this is not true. In Britain, we are richer but unhappier than fifty years ago. The USA is the richest country in the world but Americans are not the happiest people in the world.

Professor Michael Argyle has found that very poor people and very rich people are unhappier than those in between. The American dollar (sign $; code: USD; also abbreviated US$) is the official currency of the United States and its overseas territories. It is a Federal Reserve Note and consists of 100 smaller cent units. There are coins of 5, 10, 25 and 50 cents. Americans usually call coins by names rather than the value of the coin, so 25 cents is a quarter, 10 cents is a dime, and 5 cents is a nickel.  One cent is also called a penny. The dollars are issued by the Federal Reserve System, established by Congress in 1913. It is one of the world’s most dominant reserve currencies. Bills are all the same size and color – green. People sometimes call them “bucks”.
On the face of American dollars one can also the portraits of the following famous persons: G e o r g e W a s h i n g t o n (1732-1799), the first president of the United States of America, who gave his name to the capital of the country. A b r a h a m  L i n c o l n (1809-1865) who was President from 1861 to 1865 after the war between the northern and southern states. It was he who proclaimed freedom of slaves of the south. Alexander Hamilton (1755-1804) is a famous American statesman. A n d r e w J a c k s o n (1767-1845) who was President of the USA from 1829 to 1837, when Texas won independence from Mexico. U l y s s e s G r a n t (1822-1885) who was President of the USA from 1869 to 1877.  B e n j a m i n F r a n k l i n (1706-1790), a very popular public figure, writer, diplomat and scientist.

CONCORDE'S BIRTHDAY

CONCORDE, the world's fastest and most graceful passenger plane, will soon be 25 years old. It first flew on 2 March 1969, from Toulouse in France.

Concorde was developed by both France and Britain. From 1956 these two countries had a dream of a supersonic passenger plane. In 1962 they started to work together on the project. The plane cost over £1.5 billion to develop. It is the most tested plane in the history of aviation. It was given over 5,000 hours of testing.

Concorde flies at twice the speed of sound. This means that it takes only 3 hours 25 minutes to fly between London and New York, compared with 7-8 hours in other passenger jets. Because of the five-hour time difference between the USA and Britain, it is possible to travel west on Concorde and arrive in New York before you leave London! You can catch the 10.30am flight from London, Heathrow and start work in New York an hour earlier!

Concorde is much used by business people and film stars. But its oldest passenger was Mrs Ethel Lee from Leicestershire in England. She was 99 years old when she took off from Heathrow on 24 February 1985.
Each Concorde is built at a cost of £55 million. Twenty have been built so far. Air France and British Airways own the most. They each have seven planes.
